The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Paragraph a of subdivision 2 of section 20 of the executive
| aw, as anmended by chapter 23 of the | aws of 2020, is anended to read as
fol | ows:

a. "disaster" neans occurrence or inmmnent, inpending or urgent threat
of wde spread or severe danage, injury, or loss of life or property
resulting fromany natural or man-nmade causes, including, but not limt-
ed to, fire, flood, earthquake, hurricane, tornado, high water, [|and-
slide, nudslide, wind, storm wave action, volcanic activity, epidemc,
di sease outbreak, air contanination, hazardous air quality, terrorism
cyber event, blight, drought, infestation, explosion, radiological acci-
dent, nuclear, chenical, biological, or bacteriological rel ease, water
contam nation, bridge failure or bridge coll apse.

8 2. Section 23 of the executive law is amended by addi ng a new subdi -
vision 8 to read as foll ows:

8. Such plans shall additionally include, but not be linmted to, the
following regarding air quality energencies:

a. an action plan for the municipality in the case of an air quality
energency; and

b. an annual inventory of the municipality's air quality energency
resources.

§ 3. This act shall take effect immediately.
