AN ACT to amend the business corporation law and the limted liability
conpany law, in relation to requiring certain conpanies and corpo-
rations to report certain data regardi ng the gender, race and ethnici-
ty of their enpl oyees

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Paragraph 1 of section 408 of the business corporation |aw
i s anended by addi ng a new subparagraph (e) to read as foll ows:

(e) For those corporations required to file an enployer information
report EFO-1 with the equal enploynent opportunity conm ssion, such
corporations shall file a copy of such enployer information report EEOQO 1
with the secretary of state. For each corporation that subnits data
pursuant to this paragraph, the secretary of state shall publish the
data on the gender, race, and ethnicity of each corporation's enpl oyees
on the secretary of state's official website. The secretary of state
shall publish such information within ninety days of receipt of a prop-
erly filed statenment or as soon thereafter as practicable.

§ 2. Paragraph 1 of subdivision (e) of section 301 of the Ilimted
liability conpany |aw, as anmended by section 5 of part S of chapter 59
of the laws of 2015, is anmended to read as foll ows:

(1) Except as otherwise provided in this subdivision, every Ilimted
liability conmpany to which this chapter applies, shall biennially in the
cal endar nonth during which its articles of organization or application
for authority were filed, or effective date thereof if stated, file on
forns prescribed by the secretary of state, a statenent setting forth
the post office address within or without this state to which the secre-
tary of state shall namil a copy of any process accepted against it
served upon him or her. Such address shall supersede any previous
address on file with the departnment of state for this purpose. Addi-
tionally, for those linmited liability conpanies required to file an
enpl oyer information report EEO- 1 with the equal enploynent opportunity
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commi ssion, such limted liability conpanies shall file a copy of such
enployer information report EEO-1 with the secretary of state. For each
limted liability conpany that submits data pursuant to this subdivi-

sion, the secretary of state shall publish the data on the gender, race
and ethnicity of each conpany's enployees on the secretary of state's
official website. The secretary of state shall publish such information
within ninety days of receipt of a properly filed statenent or as soon
thereafter as practicable.

§ 3. This act shall take effect two years after it shall have becone a
