AN ACT to anmend the correction law, in relation to prohibiting correc-
tional facilities fromblocking entry to peer support advocates based
on such advocates' prior history of incarceration

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. The correction law is anended by adding a new section 138-b
to read as foll ows:

8§ 138-b. Pernmitted entry by peer support advocates. Peer support advo-
cates who are participating in the provision of corrections-based
subst ance use disorder treatnent and transition services, including but
not limted to nedication assistant treatnment, pursuant to section
19.18-c of the nental hygiene law, shall not be unreasonably denied
entry into correctional facilities based on such advocates' history of
prior incarceration

8§ 2. This act shall take effect on the sixtieth day after it shall
have becone a |law. Effective inmediately, the addition, amendment and/or
repeal of any rule or regulation necessary for the inplenentation of
this act on its effective date are authorized to be nade and conpleted
on or before such effective date.
