AN ACT to anend the vehicle and traffic law, in relation to authorizing
distinctive license plates for recipients of the Bronze or Silver star

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The vehicle and traffic lawis amended by adding a new
section 404-ff to read as foll ows:

8 404-ff. Distinctive plates for Bronze or Silver star recipients. 1
Any recipient of a Bronze star or a Silver star residing in this state

or the spouse of any such recipient shall, upon request, be issued a
license plate bearing the words "Bronze star recipient” or "Silver star
recipient". 1f a distinctive plate is issued to a Bronze or Silver star
recipient pursuant to this section, such a distinctive plate shall not
be issued to the spouse of such recipient. Application for said |icense
plate shall be filed with the commissioner in such formand detail as
the commi ssioner shall prescribe.

2. The distinctive plate authorized in this section shall be issued

upon proof, satisfactory to the conm ssioner, that the applicant or the
spouse of the applicant is a Bronze or Silver star recipient.

3. Adistinctive plate issued pursuant to this section shall be issued
in the same nmanner as ot her nunber plates upon paynent of the reqgular
registration fee prescribed by section four hundred one of this article,
provided, however, that an additional one-tine service charge of ten

dollars shall be charged for such plate. Provi ded, however, that one
vear after the effective date of this section, funds in the anpunt of
five thousand dollars, or so nuch thereof as nmay be avail able, shall be

allocated to the departnent to offset costs associated with the
production of such license plates.

§ 2. This act shall take effect on the one hundred twentieth day after
it shall have becone a | aw.
