AN ACT in relation to authorizing the trustees of the Tuckahoe Conmon
School District, county of Suffolk, to submt a proposition to the
qualified wvoters of such district to reorgani ze such school district
as a union free school district; and providing for the repeal of such
provi si ons upon expiration thereof

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Notw thstanding any provision of lawto the contrary, the
board of trustees of the Tuckahoe Conmmon School District, county of
Suffol k, may, upon its own notion, cause to be subnmitted at the annua
meeting and election or special neeting, a proposition to reorganize
such school district as a union free school district to be known as the
Tuckahoe- Shi nnecock Uni on Free School District.

8§ 2. No such proposition shall be approved by the board of trustees of
the Tuckahoe Common School District wuntil the board conducts and
approves a feasibility study of the reorganization. Such study shal
include at a mninum (a) current and projected student enrollnments; (b)
current and projected professional staffing plans; (c) a plan for educa-
tional progranms and curricula in the proposed district; (d) a plan for
transportation in the proposed district; and (e) the fiscal inplications
of the reorganization including changes in state aid, expenditures, and
| ocal tax effort.

8 3. Upon the approval of the proposition by the qualified voters of
t he Tuckahoe Common School district, the commi ssioner of education shall
i ssue an order establishing the union free school district. Such order

shall specify the effective date of the order, which shall not be later
than 60 days after the approval of the proposition.
8 4. This act shall take effect inmediately and shall expire and be

deened repeal ed June 30, 2026
