AN ACT to anmend the highway law, in relation to authorizing and direct-
ing the departnent of transportation to establish a nenorial marker
program

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The highway |law is anended by adding a new section 67 to
read as foll ows:

8 67. Menorial marker program 1. Wthin available resources, the
departnment is authorized and directed to establish a nenprial narker
programto commenorate those who have died as a result of a vehicle
related crash on the state highway systemand to increase public aware-
ness regardi ng highway safety. In establishing such program the depart-
nment shal |

(a) make nenorial markers available to the immediate fanmly and
friends of persons who died as a result of a vehicle related acci dent
along the state highway system

(b) provide for the design, construction, installation and mai ntenance
of menorial nmarkers.

2. Menorial nmarkers shall be placed along the right of way of the
state highway systemat a location proxinmate to the |location where the
fatal vehicle related accident occurred, provided that such nenorial
narkers may be placed away fromthe exact |ocation where such fatality
occurred due to restricted space, safety concerns, property owner
conplaints or other constraints. The departnment shall establish the
length of tinme such nenorial markers are to remain at the site and shal
reserve the right to have nmenorial nmarkers renpved for construction or
ot her mai nt enance purposes.

3. Requests for nenorial markers shall be nmade by application to the
departnent by the inmmediate famly or friends of the deceased, provided
that friends nmmking such requests shall be required to subnit authori-
zation fromthe deceased's immediate famly. Requests for nenorial mark-
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ers shall be nmade in a manner and formto be determ ned by the depart-
nent .

4. For purposes of this section, upon witten approval by the depart-
nent _and the New York State thruway authority, "state highway system
nay additionally include state thruways as defined in this chapter.

5. The departnent is authorized to coordinate with the New York State
thruway authority or any successor entity as necessary for the inplenen-
tation of this section.

8§ 2. This act shall take effect on the first of April next succeeding
the date on which it shall have becone a law. Effective imrediately,
the addition, anmendnent and/or repeal of any rule or regulation neces-
sary for the inplenmentation of this act on its effective date are
aut hori zed to be nmade and conpl eted on or before such date.
