AN ACT to anmend the penal |aw, the correction law, the crimnal proce-
dure law, and the administrative code of the city of New York, in
relation to establishing hate crinmes against police officers

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The penal law is amended by adding a new section 485.07 to
read as foll ows:

8§ 485.07 Hate crines against police officers.

A person conmmits a hate crinme against police officers when

1. such person commits nurder in the first degree as defined in
section 125.27 of this chapter, aggravated nmurder as defined in section
125.26 of this chapter, or nmurder in the second degree as defined in
section 125.25 of this chapter; and

2. the victim is a police officer as defined in subdivision thirty-
four of section 1.20 of the crimnal procedure |law or a peace officer as
defined in paragraph a of subdivision twenty-one, subdivision twenty-
three, twenty-four or sixty-two (enployees of the division for youth) of
section 2.10 of the crimnal procedure |aw, and

3. the defendant chooses the victimbecause the victimis a police
officer or a peace officer.

defendants intentionally selected the person agai nst whomthe of fense
was committed or intended to be commtted; or intentionally comitted
the act or acts constituting the offense, in whole or in substanti al
part because of a belief or perception regarding the race, color,
national origin, ancestry, gender, gender identity or expression, reli-
gion, religious practice, age, disability or sexual orientation of a
person; and
