AN ACT to anend the general nunicipal law, in relation to restricting
the formati on of new devel opment agencies in Erie county

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. Section 891-a of the general nunicipal [aw is anmended by
addi ng a new subdivision 3 to read as foll ows:

3. (a) Notwi thstanding the provisions of section eight hundred fifty-
six of this article or any other law, rule or regulation to the contra-
ry, no new industrial devel opnent agency may be forned within Erie coun-
ty.

(b) Notwi thstanding the provisions of section eight hundred seventy-
four of this article or any other law, rule or regulation to the contra-
ry, wthin FErie county, only projects that are undertaken by the Erie
County Industrial Devel opnent Agency:

(1) May be exenpt fromthe four percent sales and conpensating use tax
inposed for the benefit of New York state by article twenty-eight of the
tax | aw

(2) May be exenpt fromthe three percent, additional one percent and
the additional three-quarters of one percent sales and conpensating use
tax inposed by section twelve hundred ten of the tax |aw

(3) May be exenpt fromreal property taxes inposed by the county of
Erie, provided however, county real property tax relief nmay be granted
by a town industrial devel opnent agency for projects located within such
town, if the Erie County Industrial Devel opnent Agency consents on a
project by project basis by resolution at a regular or special neeting
to such real property tax exenption;

(4) May be exenpt fromreal property taxes inposed by a village,
provided however, village real property tax relief may be granted on a
project by project basis by a town industrial developnent agency for
projects located within a village which is part of such town, if such
village consents by a resolution duly adopted at a regular or specia
neeting of such village board to such real property tax exenption

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(5) May be exenpt from real property taxes inposed by a schoo
district, provided however, school district real property tax relief nay
be granted on a project by project basis by a town industrial devel op-
nent agency for projects located within a school district which is part
of such town, if such school district consents by a resolution duly
adopted at a regular or special neeting of the board of such school
district to such real property tax exenption; and

(6) May be exenpt fromthe nortgage recording tax inposed by article
el even of the tax |aw.

(c) Notwithstanding any law, rule or regulation to the contrary, town
industrial developnent agencies wthin Erie county are authorized to
enter into cooperative agreenents with the Erie County Industrial Devel-
opnent Agency whereby the rights, obligations, duties, and assets of
such town industrial devel opnent agency are transferred in whole or in
part to the Erie County Industrial Devel opnent Agency so |ong any pl edge
that may have been provided by the state, such nmunicipality, or such
town industrial devel opnent agency pursuant to the provisions of section
eight hundred sixty-eight of this article is not adversely affected.
Insofar as the provisions of this paragraph are inconsistent with any of
the provisions of section eight hundred ninety-eight-a, nine hundred
one-a, nine hundred fourteen-a (as added by chapter five hundred seven-
ty-nine of the laws of nineteen hundred seventy-three) or nine hundred
twenty-five-v of this title, the provisions of this paragraph shall be
controlling.

8§ 2. Section 898-a of the general nunicipal |aw, as added by chapter
995 of the laws of 1972, is anended to read as foll ows:

8§ 898-a. Town of Lancaster industrial devel opnent agency. For the
benefit of the town of Lancaster in the county of Erie, and the inhabit-
ants thereof, an industrial devel opment agency, to be known as the TOW
OF LANCASTER | NDUSTRI AL DEVELOPMENT ACENCY, is hereby established for
t he acconplishnent of any or all of the purposes specified in title one
of this article |[elghteen-~A-ofthis—echapter]. It shall constitute a
body corporate and politic, and be perpetual in duration. It shall have
the powers and duties now or hereafter conferred by title one of this

For the benefit of the town of Carence, Erie county, and the inhabit-
ants thereof, an industrial devel opnent agency, to be known as the TOMW
OF CLARENCE, ERIE COUNTY, |NDUSTRI AL DEVELOPMENT ACGENCY, is hereby
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establ i shed for the acconplishment of any or all of the purposes speci-
fied intitle one of this article [elghteen-A-of—this——chapter]. It shal
constitute a body corporate and politic, and be perpetual in duration.
It shall have the powers and duties now or hereafter conferred by title
one of this article [e+gh%een—#rei—%h+s—ehapLep] upon industrial devel-

3. Insofar as any of the provisions of this section are inconsistent
with the provisions of subdivision three of section eight hundred nine-
ty-one-a of this title, the provisions of such subdivision shall be
controlling.

8 6. This act shall take effect inmediately; provided, however, it
shall not apply to any project approved by a town industrial devel opnent
agency prior to the effective date of this act.
