AN ACT to anmend the penal law, in relation to pistol pernmit applications
for mlitary personnel

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 4-a of section 400.00 of the penal law, as
anended by chapter 371 of the laws of 2022, is anended to read as
fol | ows:

4-a. Appeals fromdenial of an application, renewal, recertification
or license revocation. |If an application for a license is denied, not
renewed, not recertified, or revoked, the licensing officer shall issue

a witten notice to the applicant setting forth the reasons for such
denial. An applicant may, within ninety days of receipt of such notice,
request a hearing to appeal the denial to the appeals board created by
the division of crimnal justice services and the superintendent of
state police. An individual nmay be represented by counsel at any appear-
ance before the appeals board and shall be afforded an opportunity to
present additional evidence in support of their application. The comm s-
sioner of crimnal justice services and the superintendent of state
police shall pronulgate rules and regulations governing such appeals
process. However, an application for a license pursuant to this section
for any nmenber of an active or reserve conponent of the arned forces of
the United States shall be acted upon by the licensing officer wthin
ninety days of the date of presentnent of such an application to the
appropriate authority.

8 2. The penal law is anmended by adding a new section 400.15 to read
as follows:
8§ 400.15 Reciprocity for qualified mlitary personnel.

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1. Notwithstanding any other provision of lawto the contrary, any
nenber of an active or reserve conponent of the arned forces of the
United States who is duly licensed to carry a pistol or firearm by
another jurisdiction within the United States shall be allowed to carry
such pistol or firearmwithin New York state for a period of tine not to
exceed ninety days. and for the period of tine an application is pending
under section 400.00 of this article.

2. Persons carrying a firearmunder the provisions of this section
shall be required to: (a) carry the out-of-state pernmt together wth
valid identification whenever the person is carrying the pistol or
firearmand (b) disclose to any | aw enforcenent officer that the person
holds a valid pernmit and is carrying a pistol or firearm when approached
or addressed by the officer, and shall display both the permt and the
proper identification upon the request of a |aw enforcenent officer.

§ 3. This act shall take effect on the sixtieth day after it shall
have becone a | aw.
