AN ACT in relation to authorizing the New York state and |ocal enploy-
ees' retirenent systemto accept an application for disability retire-
nment benefits from Andrew Reilly, Jr.

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Notw thstanding any other provision of law to the contrary,
the application for disability retirement benefits of Andrew Reilly,
Jr., who was enployed as a clerk for the town of Henpstead Sanitation
District 1 and a menber of the New York state and |ocal enployees
retirenent system from March 1995 until October 15, 2020, suffered a
stroke on February 20, 2020 and who, for reasons not ascribable to his
own negligence, did not apply to the New York state and | ocal enpl oyees
retirenent system for disability retirement benefits because of the
COVI D- 19, novel coronavirus state of emergency, shall be deened to have
applied to the New York state and | ocal enployees' retirenent system for
disability retirement benefits wthin 30 days of his disability on
February 20, 2020.

8 2. Al costs associated with the inplenmentation of this act shall be
borne by the enmpl oyers of the nmenbers of the New York state and |I|oca
enpl oyees' retirenent system

8 3. This act shall take effect inmediately.

FI SCAL NOTE. - - Pursuant to Legislative Law, Section 50:

This bill would deem Andrew Reilly Jr. to have applied to the New York
State and Local Enployees' Retirenent System (NYSLERS) for disability
benefits within thirty days of their disability on February 20, 2020.

If this bill is enacted during the 2025 Legislative Session, and
Andrew Reilly Jr. is subsequently approved for disability benefits
pursuant to section 605 of the Retirenment and Social Security Law, there
will be an immedi ate past service cost of approximately $342,000 which
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will be borne by the State of New York and all l|ocal participating
enpl oyers in NYSLERS. This estimte assunes that paynent will be made on
February 1, 2026.

Menbership data as of March 31, 2024 was used in measuring the inpact
of the proposed change, the same data used in the April 1, 2024 actuari -
al valuation. Distributions and other statistics can be found in the
2024 Report of the Actuary and the 2024 Annual Conprehensive Financi al
Report. The actuarial assunptions and nethods used are described in the
2024 Annual Report to the Comptroller on Actuarial Assunptions, and the
Codes, Rules and Regulations of the State of New York: Audit and
Control.
