The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Paragraph g of subdivision 3 of section 467-b of the real
property tax law, as anended by chapter 553 of the |laws of 2015, is
anended to read as foll ows:

g. notw thstandi ng any other provision of lawto the contrary, where a
head of the household holds a current, valid tax abatenent certificate
and, after the effective date of this paragraph, there is a pernmanent
decrease in the conbined i ncone of all nmenbers of the household [ir—an

rept—certifi-cate—or—for—+enewal—thereof], such head of the household ma

apply for a redeterm nation of the anbunt set forth therein. Upon appli-
cation, such amount shall be redeternmined so as to re-establish the
ratio of adjusted rent to incone which existed at the time of approval
of such head of the household s |ast application for a tax abatenent
certificate or for renewal thereof; provided, however, that in no event
shall the anount of the adjusted rent be redeternined to be (i) in the
case of a head of the household who does not receive a nonthly all owance
for shelter pursuant to the social services law, |less than one-third of
the conbined inconme of all nenbers of the household unl ess such head of
t he househol d has been granted a rent increase exenption order that 1is
in effect as of January first, two thousand fifteen or takes effect on

For
purposes of this paragraph, "adjusted rent"” shall mean nmaxi nrum rent or
legal regulated rent less the amount set forth in a tax abatenent
certificate.

§ 3. Subdivision (d) of section 26-605 of the adm nistrative code of
the city of New York, as amended by chapter 553 of the |laws of 2015, is
anended to read as foll ows:

(d) Notwithstanding any other provision of lawto the contrary, where
an eligible head of the household holds a current, valid rent increase
exenption order/tax abatenment certificate and, after the effective date
of this subdivision, there is a permanent decrease in income [ia—an

of], such eligible head of the household may apply for a redeterm nation
of the anobunt set forth therein. Upon application, such anpbunt shall be
redetermined so as to reestablish the ratio of adjusted rent to incone
which existed at the time of approval of such eligible head of the
household's last application for a rent increase exenption order/tax
abatenent certificate or for renewal thereof; provided, however, that in
no event shall the anpbunt of the adjusted rent be redetermned to be (i)
in the case of an eligible head of the household who does not receive a
monthly allowance for shelter pursuant to the social services |law, |ess

ni neteen hundred eighty-seven. For purposes of this subdivision,
"adjusted rent” shall nean nmaxi mumrent |ess the anbunt set forth in a
rent increase exenption order/tax abatenent certificate.

8 4. Section 26-605 of the administrative code of the city of New York
i s anended by adding a new subdivision (d-1) to read as foll ows:

(d-1) Notwithstanding any other provision of lawto the contrary, a
head of household to whoma rent increase exenption order/tax abatenent
certificate has previously been issued under this chapter, chapter three
or chapter four of this title who has submitted a renewal application
pursuant to this section where there is a decrease in the conbined
incone of all nenbers of the household, shall be issued such
order/certificate in an anpunt not in excess of that portion of any
increase in maxinumrent or |legal regqulated rent which causes such maxi -
num rent or Jlegal regulated rent to exceed one-third of the conbined
incone of all nenbers of the househol d.

§ 5. This act shall take effect inmediately.
