AN ACT in relation to directing the Departnent of Transportation to
grant a permanent access and construction easenent to the Metropolitan
Transportation Authority

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Short title. This act shall be known and may be cited as
the "Furthering Rail Transit in Suffolk County Act".

8 2. Definitions. For the purposes of this act:

(a) "DOT" mnmeans the New York State Departnent of Transportation.

(b) "Greenway" neans the real property in Port Jefferson Station,
Suffolk County, New York owned by the New York State Departnent of
Transportation identified as State Route 5232-A a/k/a the Setauket-Port
Jefferson Station Geenway Milti-Use Path, which is bound on the north
by real property identified on the Suffolk County Tax Map as
0200- 159. 00- 02. 00- 020. 000 and bound on the south by real property iden-
tified on the Suffolk County Tax Map as 0200- 180. 00- 04. 00- 002. 000.

(c) "MIA" neans the Metropolitan Transportation Authority.

8§ 3. Easenent to MIA. (a) The DOT is hereby authorized and directed to
grant a permanent easenent to the MIA pernitting the MTAto access in,
over, through and above, utilize, construct upon and operate, as needed,
a portion of DOT-owed G eenway to accommpdate the potential future
devel oprment of a railyard use traversing the G eenway in order to expand
and inmprove public rail transit in Suffolk County, with an appropriate
reversion interest to preserve the DOT's ability to construct New York
State Route 25A, at its discretion.
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(b) Not withstanding any ot her provision of |aw, the Comm ssioner of
Transportation is authorized to transfer and convey said easenent to the

MIA, wi t hout appraisal, in consideration of one dollar.
(c) The DOT's grant of an easenment over that portion of the G eenway,
shal | include | anguage:

(1) reserving to the DOT such rights as may be required in the event
DOT elects to have a bridge constructed over the current G eenway
| ocation in order to carry out the intended purpose for which the Geen-
way was initially acquired by DOT, nanely the straightening of New York
State Route 25A;

(2) acknow edging that the MIA shall construct said bridge to DOT
speci ficati ons;

(3) acknow edging that the MIA's potential future developnment of a
railyard use and the DOI's potential future election to have a bridge
constructed over the current Geenway location can coexist at the
current Greenway |location and requiring both parties to work coopera-
tively in the planning and construction phases so that in the event both
projects are undertaken, they wll coexist harnoniously; and

(4) acknow edgi ng that the MIA shall reroute the Geenway, which is
presently being utilized as a pedestrian and bicycle path, to the parcel
south of the current Greenway | ocation.

(d) The DOT is authorized and directed to work with the MIA to negoti -
ate and execute the above-descri bed easenment within six nonths after the
effective date of this act.

8 4. The DOTl may consult with any state or |ocal office, agency, or
departnment and request or receive information fromany such entity that
is relevant and nmaterial to the conpletion of this directive to grant an
easenent to the MIA to acconmpbdate the potential future devel opment of a
railyard use in order to expand and inprove public rail transit in
Suffol k County and preserving the DOT's ability to construct New York
State Route 25A at its discretion.

8§ 5. This act shall take effect immediately.
