Yard in February, 1946; and

WHEREAS, Upon returning to Mamaroneck, New York, Joseph Germano net
M ss Luisa Acocella, and in 1950 they married, eventually sharing the
joy of raising their four beloved children Patricia, Diane, Lisa, and
JoAnne; and

WHEREAS, In 1950, Joseph Gernmano left his job as a wheel -alignhment
techni ci an and founded the Manmaroneck Garage, a conplete service station
and body shop for cars and trucks; at its peak, Joseph Germano
supervi sed 27 enployees and oversaw the 24/7/ 365 operation of 15 tow
trucks; and

WHEREAS, Joseph Gernmano retired from his successful career at
Mamar oneck Garage in 1994 at the age of 70; and

VWHEREAS, Joseph Ger mano has always denonstrated his utnost
commtnment to his community, proven by his decision to start and grow



his famly and his business in Manmaroneck, New York, the same community
that he was raised in; and
