VWHEREAS, As part of this NASA program the Adirondack Sky Center
utilized its high-powered tel escopes and specialized software to provide
a live view of the eclipse as it occurred over Tupper Lake, New York;

WHEREAS, In tandemw th providing |ive coverage for this broadcast,
t he Adi rondack Sky Center simultaneously hosted an event titled
"Totality in Tupper,” which gathered over 15,000 people in Tupper Lake,
New York, to witness this historical event; and

WHEREAS, Adirondack Sky Center Board President Seth McGowan was
responsi ble for leading the totality event and working directly wth
NASA and other stakeholders to ensure the |ive coverage was executed
flaw essly; and

VWHEREAS, While the Etfmy Award is in Seth McGowan' s nanme, he has nade
It clear that the credit should go to the entire Adirondack Sky Center's
board, staff, and volunteers for their efforts; and

WHEREAS, The hard work of all the individuals involved in executing
