| eadership of its first Chief, Norman Churchill, the departnment was
successfully organi zed and has remained a vital institution wthin the
comunity ever since; and

VWHEREAS, A generous contribution from |ocal businessman Henry
Hiteman provided the departnent's first significant firefighting
equi pnent, inspiring the organization's enduring nanme, the Henry Hitenman
Engi ne and Hose Conpany; and

VWHEREAS, Through fundraising efforts, volunteer conmtnent, and
comunity support, the departnment constructed its first firehouse in
1910, expanded its facilities in 1970, and in 1992 opened the nodern
fire station that continues to serve as its headquarters today; and

WHEREAS, Over the course of its distinguished history, the West
Wnfield Fire Departnment has evolved from hand-drawn apparatus to a
nodern fleet of firefighting, rescue, energency nedical, and support
vehicles, ensuring that its nmenbers are equi pped to neet the chall enges
of an ever-changi ng energency response environnment; and

WHEREAS, Throughout its 120 years of service, generations of
volunteer firefighters, energency responders, officers, and conmunity
| eaders have dedi cated countless hours to protecting lives and property,
often placing thenselves in harms way for the benefit of others; and

denonstrated an wunwavering conmtnent to professionalism training,

public service, and conmunity involvenent, earning the respect and
gratitude of the residents they serve; and

VWHEREAS, Today, under the |eadership of Chief Al Moxham Jr. and the
departnment's dedicated officers and nenbers, the Wst Wnfield Fire
Department continues the proud traditions established by its founders
