    This  win capped an impressive season for Samantha Massey,WHEREAS,
who finished her first  varsity  year  with  a  39-2  record,  remaining
undefeated  against  other  girls;  her  quick rise and dominance in the
tournament makes her one of the standout athletes in the area; and

   Samantha Massey's title added to  the  strong  presence  ofWHEREAS,
Section  III  athletes  at  the  inaugural  state  championship, further
solidifying her place among the top female wrestlers in New York  State;
