    During  Earth  Hour,  cities  across  the  world ask theirWHEREAS,
residents and businesses to turn off all non-essential  lights  for  one
hour in collective reflection of the importance of our natural world and
the challenges it faces; and

    In  2025,  millions  of  people  at  home, as well as manyWHEREAS,
landmarks and monuments across more than 139 countries and  territories,
switched   off   their  light  to  promote  awareness  and  conversation
concerning issues of climate change, habitat loss and  natural  resource
conservation; and

   New York State should once again take its place among theseWHEREAS,
world  sites  in  2026,  and  demonstrate  the  commitment  of our staid
institutions, both public and private, by going dark  in  reflection  of
the  environmental impacts to which our built world and daily activities
unwittingly contribute; and

   Having iconic sites such as the Empire State Building,  TheWHEREAS,
