for both the Lincoln and Johnson adm ni strations; and

WHEREAS, Synpathetic to the plights of runaway slaves, WIIliam Henry
Seward offered his hone in Auburn as a stop on the Underground Railroad,
where he hid slaves on their way to Canada; and

WHEREAS, |In 1867, WIlliam Henry Seward acquired Alaska for the
United States from Russia; through the years he tried in vain to
purchase Hawaii and the Dutch West Indies, as well as build a canal in
Panama; all of which cane to fruition long after his death; and

VWHEREAS, After a failed presidential bidin 1860, WIIliam Henry
Seward served as President Abraham Lincoln's Secretary of State; in this
capacity, he was instrunental in the passage of the Emancipation
Procl amati on; and

WHEREAS, Bound to his roots, WIlliamHenry Seward was a vital part
of the S.S. Seward Institute in Florida, New York, a school which his
father founded in 1846; and

WHEREAS, WIlliam Henry Seward wll forever be renenbered for his
achievenents in office, and for his foresight in anticipating the future
needs of the United States; and

VWHEREAS, This Legislative Body is pleased to have this opportunity
to express its highest admration for WlliamHenry Seward, and for al
of the individuals who have worked to bring proper attention to an
I ndividual and tinme which nerits recognition in the grand panorama of
