WHEREAS, Following this letter, Marian MQade, known for her
activismw th senior citizens, was recognized nationally by the US.
Senate and by President Jimry Carter as the founder of National
G andparents Day; and

VWHEREAS, Marian McQuade wanted to educate the youth about the
i nportance of seniors and the contributions they have nade throughout
hi story; she urged the youth to "adopt” a grandparent and |learn nore
about their lives, challenges, and desires for the future; and

WHEREAS, In 1977, United States Senator Randol ph, with the hel p of
ot her Senators, introduced a joint resolution in the Senate requesting
the President to "issue annually a proclamation designating the first
Sunday of Septenber after Labor Day of each year as Nat i onal
Grandparents' Day"; and

WHEREAS, Congress passed the |egislation and President Jimy Carter
signed the proclamation on August 3, 1978; Gandparents Day was
officially celebrated the foll owi ng year; and

WHEREAS, Today, G andparents Day remains a day to honor the
priceless roll grandparents play in the lives of the children they I|ove;

WHEREAS, Throughout our State and Nation, it is wvitally inportant
that the public acknow edges grandparents and their significance as
