WHEREAS, Elected in 1987, Jean Raynond worked tirelessly to bring in
the noney to revanp the Town of Edinburg; she secured five federal
Housi ng and Urban Devel opnent grants to help those on the Geat
Sacandaga Lake update their homes wi th indoor plunbing, furnaces, roofs
and el ectrical service; and

WHEREAS, Furthernore, she delivered on a promse to bring cable
television to the area and was responsible for building the
one-mllion-dollar town hall in 2005; prior to construction, officials
wor ked out of their honmes; and

VWHEREAS, Jean Raynond wi |l be nost remenbered for securing the funds
to rebuild the $46 nillion Batchellerville Bridge, the span that |inks
the comunities around the northern end of Sacandaga Lake; additionally,
she wote and won a $1.7 mllion grant from the state's Bridge-NY
Program to fund bridge repair work on Fox H Il Road and Mlitary Road;
and

WHEREAS, Wth a steadfast and unwavering comm tnent to her
comunity, Jean Raynond was also instrumental in the formation of the
Adi rondack Associ ation of Towns and Villages, a coalition of each town
and village in the Adirondack Park who worked on behalf of its
residents, building consensus on comobn park-specific issues, and
promoting a balance of comunity building while still adhering to the
park's m ssion of environnmental stewardship; and

WHEREAS, Oiiginally from Stanford, Connecticut, Jean Raynond
di scovered Edinburg on a visit there in 1975; she soon built a sumrer
hone and noved to the area permanently; for 10 years, she ran the town's
four-corner store, Fuller's; and



WHEREAS, Over the years, Jean Raynond has been admred by her fell ow
county supervisors who call her "The Queen of Saratoga County,"

describing her variously as a nentor, a jewel, and a class act; she also
stood wup for the other wonen in the mal e-dom nated board of supervisors
meeting room regardless of their political affiliations; and

WHEREAS, In her nuch deserved retirenent, Jean Raynond plans to
spend nore tinme with her famly, including a great-grandchild who is on
t he way; and

WHEREAS, Through her dedication and tireless efforts, Jean Raynond
has hel ped nake the Town of Edinburg a place where famlies want to
live, tourists want to visit, and businesses want to |ocate; her
unwavering commtnent, willingness and ability to understand and respond
to the concerns of the people of Edinburg, have nade a substanti al
contribution to the betternment of this community; and

WHEREAS, For nore than 36 years, Jean Raynond rendered faithful
consci enti ous and val uabl e service to the Town of Edinburg, earning the
adm ration, esteemand affection of her coll eagues; and
