   The 109th Airlift Wing flies the world's only  ski-equippedWHEREAS,
LC-130 "Skibirds," as well as traditional C-130 "Wheelbirds," in support
of Arctic and Antarctic operations; and

    Since  1988,  the  109th Airlift Wing has provided airliftWHEREAS,
support  to  the  National  Science  Foundation's  South  Pole  Research
Program; and

     The   United   States   Army  Watervliet  Arsenal  is  anWHEREAS,
Army-owned-and-operated manufacturing facility  located  in  Watervliet,
New York; and

   Known as "America's Cannon Factory," the Watervliet ArsenalWHEREAS,
is  the nation's oldest, continuously operated arsenal, having begun its
manufacturing of military hardware during the War of 1812; and

   The Navy Reserve Center of Schenectady, located in  Scotia,WHEREAS,



New York, is one of 118 Navy Reserve Centers throughout the country; and

    The  mission  of  the Navy Reserve is to provide strategicWHEREAS,
depth and deliver operational capabilities to the Navy and Marine  Corps
teams and joint forces in times of peace or war; and

    The  United  States Army Albany Recruiting Battalion, withWHEREAS,
headquarters located at the Watervliet Arsenal in New York,  encompasses
38,760 stateside square miles; and

     The   Albany   Recruiting   Battalion   includes  the  27WHEREAS,
northeastern counties of New York State, the five  westernmost  counties
of  Massachusetts,  and  the  States  of  Vermont and Connecticut and is
responsible for  the  Army's  recruiting  mission  in  Europe,  northern
Africa, and the Middle East; and

    The  Albany  Recruiting  Battalion  operates 51 recruitingWHEREAS,
stations in the continental United States and four  recruiting  stations
in Germany; and

    The  Capital  Region  is  honored  to  be  home  to  theseWHEREAS,
critically important military installations and the proud and  dedicated
service men and women who carry out their respective missions; and

    It  is  the  custom of this Legislative Body to salute theWHEREAS,
Soldiers, Airmen, and Sailors of the military units stationed within the
Capital  Region  and  to   honor   their   dedication   and   collective
contributions  to our communities and to New York State; now, therefore,
