WHEREAS, It is inperative of this Legislative Body to recognize and

VWHEREAS, Attendant to such concern, and in full accord wth its
| ong-standing traditions, this Legislative Body is justly proud to
comenorate the 200t h Anniversary of Revolutionary War General Marquis
de Lafayette's visit to Rone, Oiskany, Wiitestown, and Uica, New York
on June 9 and 10, 2025; and

VWHEREAS, Marquis de Lafayette was a French aristocrat and mlitary
officer known for his pivotal role in both the Anmerican and French
Revol utions; he was a conpanion of CGeneral, and |ater, President George
Washington and was a staunch supporter of the Anmerican cause for
| i beration fromBritish rule; and

WHEREAS, At age 19, Marquis de Lafayette sailed to the Anmerican
colonies in 1777, and secured a conm ssion as a major general; the
Frenchman played a crucial role in several key battles, including the
Battl e of Brandywi ne and the Siege of Yorktown, where his efforts hel ped
secure Anerican independence fromBritain; and

VWHEREAS, WMarquis de Lafayette's contributions were not limted to
Anerica; after the American Revolution, he returned to France and becane
i nvolved in the French Revol ution, advocating for |iberal reforns; he
served in various mlitary and political positions but faced chall enges
during the turbulent years of the revol ution; and

VWHEREAS, | n 1825, Marquis de Lafayette was invited back to visit the
United States by President Janes Monroe; the general was invited on a
great tour of all 24 states at the time, and was regarded as "The
Nation's CGuest,"” and was net with great applause and high comrendation
anong all the sites he visited; and

WHEREAS, O the nmany |locations Marquis de Lafayette visited were
Rone, Oiskany, Whitestown, and Uica, New York; and

VWHEREAS, At 68 years old, Marquis de Lafayette's stopped in Ronme and
then in Oiskany to visit with Colonel Gerrit Lansing, who fought under
his conmand at the Battle of Yorktown in 1781; he then visited
Wi tesboro to visit with the wdow of Hugh Wite, the founder of
Whitestown in 1784; and



WHEREAS, During his visit to Utica, New York, Marquis de Lafayette
was net with the cel ebratory sounds of boom ng cannons, bells ringing
atop all the local churches, and approximately 5,000 citizens' cheers in

honor of his valiant service and aid in Anerican freedomfromBritish
gover nance; and

WHEREAS, Later, Marquis de Lafayette visits the honme of Abigai
Adanms Johnson on Genesee Street; she is married to Al exander Bryan
Johnson, a well-known banker, economst, and linguist fromUtica,;
Abigail is the granddaughter of fornmer President John Adans and the
niece of the sitting President, John Quincy Adans; her father was
Char| es Adans, the second son of John Adans; and

WHEREAS, Following his visit to the Uica area, Marquis de Lafayette
boarded a boat on the Erie Canal and headed for Frankfort, |Ilion,
Mbhawk, Herkiner, and Little Falls; and

VWHEREAS, In honor of the 200th Anniversary of Lafayette's Farwel |
Tour, events will take place in Rone, Oiskany, Witesboro, and Uica,
New York on June 9 and 10, 2025, including a General Lafayette
reenactor, a breakfast fundraiser featuring recipes from the 1820s,
si x-horse drawn carriages, and comencing wth the dedication of
Laf ayette Square, situated on Lafayette Street in downtown Utica; and

WHEREAS, Despite various challenges inposed by the French government
and his participation in tw revolutions, Marquis de Lafayette's |egacy
as a synbol of internationalism freedom and the bond between France
and the United States endures; he remains a highly regarded and
cel ebrated chanpion for American freedom whose |egacy has enduring
I npacts so close to hone for many New Yorkers; now, therefore, be it
