AN ACT to anmend the public health law, in relation to establishing a
nar col epsy and sl eep di sorder educati on and awareness program

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 1 of section 207 of the public health law is
anended by addi ng a new paragraph (t) to read as foll ows:

(t) Narcolepsy and sleep disorders including the inpact of narcol epsy,
sl eep disorders and sleep health on physical, nmental, and public health,
reducing stigma, the inportance of screening and diagnosis, and the
public safety inplications of untreated narcolepsy and other sleep
disorders, including risks associated wth driving and occupational
hazards. Such program shall provide educational materials to healthcare
providers, educators, and the public on reducing stigm and pronoting
screeni ng, diagnosi s, and nanagenent through evidence-based treatnent
and nedication for narcolepsy and other sleep disorders. The naterials
nmay be developed in consultation with the office of nental health,
departnment of transportation, and by infornmed best practices fromrele-
vant healthcare provider groups including the Anerican Acadeny of Sl eep
Medi ci ne _and di sseminated by the departnment in coordination with commer-
cial health plans, healthcare provider organizations, school districts
and conmmunity health prograns.

8 2. This act shall take effect on the ninetieth day after it shall
have becone a law. Effective inmedi ately, the addition, amendment and/or
repeal of any rule or regulation necessary for the inplenentation of
this act on its effective date are authorized to be nade and conpleted
on or before such effective date.
