AN ACT to direct the comm ssioner of education to exam ne, evaluate and
make reconmendations on the provision of services by public schoo
gui dance counselors to students in grades 8 through 12

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The commi ssioner of education is hereby directed to exam
i ne, eval uate and nake recomrendati ons on the provision of services to
public school students in grades 8 through 12 by gui dance counsel ors.
Such commi ssioner shall study, with particul ar care:

(a) the ratio of guidance counselors to students in grades 8 through
12, by public school, school district and statew de;

(b) the anmpbunt of time each guidance counselor spends with each
student in grades 8 through 12 during a school year, by public school
school district and statew de;

(c) the nunber of students in grades 8 through 12 each gui dance coun-
selor interviews during a school quarter, by public school, schoo
district and statew de;

(d) the nunber of students in each grade that are interviewed by a
gui dance counsel or during a school quarter, by public school, schoo
district and statew de;

(e) the services guidance counselors provide to students in grades 8
t hrough 12, by public school and school district;

(f) the nunber of hours gui dance counselors are available to students
in grades 8 through 12 each school day, by public school, schoo
district and statew de;

(g) the types and frequency of guidance counsel or services that should
be provided to public school students in grades 8 through 12.

8§ 2. On or before January 1, 2027, the conmi ssioner of education shal
submt a report of such commissioner's findings, conclusions and recom
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mendations to the governor, the tenporary president of the senate, the
speaker of the assenbly, and the chairs of +the senate and assenbly
comm ttees on education. Such report shall also include such |egislative
proposals as the conmi ssioner deens necessary to inplenent such conmi s-
sioner's recomendati ons.

8 3. This act shall take effect immediately.
