AN ACT to amend the family court act and the criminal procedure law, in
relation to disorderly conduct

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The opening paragraph of subdivision 1 of section 812 of
the famly court act, as anended by chapter 541 of the |aws of 2024, is
amended to read as foll ows:

The family court and the crimnal courts shall have concurrent juris-
diction over any proceeding concerning acts which would constitute
disorderly conduct as set forth in subdivisions one, three, four, five,
six and seven of section 240.20 of the penal |aw, unlawful dissem nation
or publication of an intimate image, harassnent in the first degree,
harassnent in the second degree, aggravated harassment in the second
degree, sexual m sconduct, forcible touching, sexual abuse in the third
degree, sexual abuse in the second degree as set forth in subdivision
one of section 130.60 of the penal law, stalking in the first degree,
stalking in the second degree, stalking in the third degree, stalking in
the fourth degree, <crimnal mischief, nmenacing in the second degree,
menacing in the third degree, reckl ess endanger nent , crimna
obstruction of breathing or blood circulation, strangulation in the
second degree, strangulation in the first degree, assault in the second
degree, assault in the third degree, an attenpted assault, identity
theft in the first degree, identity theft in the second degree, identity
theft in the third degree, grand larceny in the fourth degree, grand
larceny in the third degree, coercion in the second degree or coercion
inthe third degree as set forth in subdivisions one, two and three of
section 135.60 of the penal |aw between spouses or forner spouses, or
bet ween parent and child or between nenbers of the sane fam |y or house-
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hol d except that if the respondent would not be crimnally responsible
by reason of age pursuant to section 30.00 of the penal |law, then the
fam ly court shall have exclusive jurisdiction over such proceeding.

In any proceeding pursuant
to this article, a court shall not deny an order of protection, or

dismss a petition, solely on the basis that the acts or events alleged
are not relatively contenporaneous with the date of the petition, the
conclusion of the fact-finding or the conclusion of the dispositiona
hearing. For purposes of this article, "disorderly conduct” includes
disorderly conduct not in a public place and does not require an intent
to cause public inconveni ence, annoyance or alarm or recklessly creat-
ing a risk thereof, but nerely an intent to cause annoyance or alarm or
recklessly creating a risk thereof. For purposes of this article,
"menbers of the sane fam |y or househol d' shall nean the follow ng:
