AN ACT to anend the education |aw and the executive law, in relation to
directing that schools provide parents with information on the safe
storage of firearns

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The education |law is amended by addi ng a new section 115 to
read as foll ows:

8 115. Information on the safe storage of firearns. The information
devel oped pursuant to section eight hundred thirty-seven-y of the execu-
tive lawrelating to the safe storage of firearns shall be nade avail-
able on the departnent's website and shall be provided to parents in al
public, nonpublic, and charter schools at the beginning of each schoo
year.

§ 2. The executive law is anended by adding a new section 837-y to
read as foll ows:

8 837-y. Safe storage of firearnms information. The division, in
consultation with the departnent of education, shall develop infornmation
on the safe storage of firearns pursuant to sections 265.45 and 265.50
of the penal law, which is to be provided to parents in all public,
nonpublic, and charter schools pursuant to section one hundred fifteen
of the education law. The information shall be provided in a clear and
conci se manner and translated in the six nost conmmpbn |anguages in the
state. Such information shall include, but not be linmted to, an expla-
nation of the current |aw and how parents can obtain nore information

§ 3. This act shall take effect imediately; provided that section one
of this act shall take effect on the first of July next succeeding the
date on which it shall have becone a | aw.
