AN ACT to amend the cannabis law, in relation to requiring prospective
i censees of cannabis licenses to subnit a fornal attestation of
conpliance with local zoning | aws, |and-use regul ations, and munici pa
code requirenents and proof of |l|ocal nunicipal conpliance to the
Cannabi s Control Board when applying for an OCM Cannabis |icense, and
give nunicipalities the ability to request an extension of time to
submit an opinion on the prospective |licensee application

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 61 of the cannabis law is anended by adding a new
subdivision 4 to read as foll ows:

4, As a condition of eligibility for any license issued pursuant to
this article, an applicant shall subnit fornal attestation affirmng
that the applicant's proposed prenises, as identified by the section,
lot, and block, and the planned uses for the premises are in conpliance
with all applicable |ocal zoning |aws, |and-use regulations, and nunici-
pal code requirenents. The applicant shall submt, in a form prescribed
by the board, attestation of conpliance with the laws set forth by the
governing nunicipality in which the prenm ses would be |ocated, including
but not limted to certifications of zoning conpliance, necessary |oca
permits, or other docunentation as required by the nunicipality. The
board shall not consider or approve any application |acking such attes-
tation of nmunicipal conpliance
