AN ACT to amend the public health law, in relation to establishing the
consol i dated | ead-contamni nated water supply line replacenment program
to anend the state finance law, in relation to establishing the
consol i dated | ead-contam nated water supply line replacenent fund; to
repeal certain provisions of the public health law relating thereto;
and rmaeki ng an appropriation therefor

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 1114 of the public health | aw is REPEALED and a new
section 1114 is added to read as foll ows:

8 1114. Consolidated | ead-contam nated water supply |line repl acenent
program 1. A consolidated |ead-contaminated water |line replacenent
program is hereby established for the purpose of providing financia
assistance to municipalities for the abatenent, renoval and repl acenent
of |l ead-contam nated water lines.

2. To receive financial assistance and reinbursenent, a nunicipality
shal | :

(a) Present proof of conpleting the abatenent, renoval and repl acenent
of | ead-contam nated water supply lines. Such proof shall be in the form
of a sworn certification by a licensed engineer or a representative of
the county departrment of health or the departnent that such renediation
was conpl et ed

(b) Present proof of the direct costs of the abatenent, renpval and
replacenent of such lead-contamnated water supply lines. Such proof
shall be in the formof a sworn certification by the nunicipality's
conptroller, treasurer, or chief executive officer. Costs of the nunici-
pal attorney, corporation counsel, nmunicipal admnistrator or city
manager, village manager or nunicipal engineer shall not be eligible for
rei nbursenent. The nmaximum rei nbursenent shall be ten thousand dollars
per water supply line replaced plus interest on any |oans taken out
specifically for the abatenent, renoval and replacenent of the | ead-con-
tam nated water |ines.

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3. Participation in this programshall not disqualify a nunicipality
from applying for and receiving additional noney from other prograns
related to the abatenent. renpval and replacenent of | ead-contaninated
water |ines.

4. Any remnining funds in the possession of the municipality from
prior prograns under forner section eleven hundred fourteen of this
article shall be transferred to the reinbursenent program established by
this section.

§ 2. The state finance |law is anended by adding a new section 98-e to
read as foll ows:

8 98-e. Consolidated | ead-contaninated water supply line fund. 1.
There is hereby established in the joint custody of the state conp-
troller and the comnmi ssioner of taxation and finance a fund to be known
as the "consolidated | ead-contam nated water supply line fund".

2. The consolidated |lead-contamnated water supply line fund may
consist of all nonies transferred to the state and nmade available to the
departnent of health for purposes of renediation by nunicipalities of
the abatenent, renoval and replacenent of |ead-contam nated water supply
lines. Costs of the municipal attorney, corporation counsel, nunicipa
adm nistrator or city manager, village nanager or nunicipal engineer
shall not be eligible for reinbursenent. The maxi num r ei nbur senent
shall be ten thousand dollars per water supply line replaced plus inter-
est on any |l oans taken out specifically for the abatenent, renpval and
repl acenent of the |ead-contaninated water |ines.

3. Monies in the consolidated | ead-contam nated water supply line fund
shall be kept separately fromand shall not be conmingled with any other
nonies in the custody of the state conptroller.

8 3. The sum of five hundred mllion dollars ($500, 000, 000), or so
much thereof as may be necessary, is hereby appropriated to the depart-
ment of health out of any nonies in the state treasury in the genera
fund, not otherw se appropriated, and nade inmediately available, for
the purpose of <carrying out the provisions of this act. Such nonies
shall be payable on the audit and warrant of the conptroller on vouchers
certified or approved by the commissioner of health in the mnner
prescribed by | aw.

8 4. This act shall take effect on the one hundred eightieth day after
it shall have becone a law. Effective i mediately, the addition, anend-
ment and/or repeal of any rule or regulation necessary for the inplenen-
tation of this act on its effective date are authorized to be nmade and
conpl eted on or before such effective date.
