The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Paragraphs a and b of subdivision 4 of section 3 of the
multiple dwelling law, as anended by chapter 516 of the |aws of 1983,
are anended to read as foll ows:

a. Any city, town or village may nake | ocal |aws, ordinances, resol-
utions or regulations not less restrictive than those provided in this
chapter and may provide for their enforcenment by legal or equitable
actions or proceedings, or by admnistrative proceedings, and prescribe
the penalties, sanctions and renedies for violations thereof. In the
enforcement and adnministration of this chapter in a city of three
hundred twenty-five thousand or nore persons, the penalties, sanctions
and renedi es enacted by local |aw may be applied, notwi thstanding their
i nconsi stency with this chapter, or the provisions of this chapter.

b. In acity of three hundred twenty-five thousand or nobre persons,
such local Iaws may authorize such actions or proceedi ngs agai nst the
owner, |lessee of a whole multiple dwelling, agent or other person having
control of such dwelling, and any responsible party, or against the
dwelling in rem Such local laws may further authorize (1) that civil or
adm nistratively inposed penalties may be enforced agai nst the person
liable therefor, and that in addition to the nmethods of enforcenent for
judgnments established in the civil practice law and rules, a lien may be
i nposed against the premses and the rents therefrom (2) that such
civil or administratively inposed penalties may be enforced against the
dwel ling by the inposition of a lien against the rents therefrom
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§ 2. Paragraph c of subdivision 4 of section 3 of the nmultiple dwell -

ing |aw, as anended by chapter 516 of the laws of 1978, is anended to
read as foll ows:

C. Such local laws may also authorize that all |iens upon rents,
whet her aut horized by state or local law, may be satisfied without

further judicial proceedings by the collection of rents due or to becone
due;  _and may further authorize that adnministratively inposed penalties
may be docketed and enforced in the sane manner _as a judgnent in a civil
action without further judicial proceedings.

8§ 3. Section 304 of the multiple residence law is anended by adding a
new subdivision 3 to read as foll ows:

3. In addition to the penalties inposed in subdivision one of this
section, any city, town or village may provide for the enforcenent of
the provisions of this chapter or of local |aws, ordinances. resolutions
or reqgulations pronul gated pursuant hereto by administrative proceedings
and nmay authorize admnistratively inposed penalties which may be dock-
eted and enforced in the same manner as a judgnent in a civil action
wi t hout further judicial proceedings.
