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AN ACT to anend the real property tax law, in relation to repealing the
tax exenpt status of educational institutions costing one hundred
mllion dollars or nore a year in real property tax exenptions

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 1 of section 420-a of the real property tax |aw
i s anended by addi ng a new paragraph (c) to read as foll ows:

(c) (i) Real property owned by a corporation or association organi zed
or conducted exclusively for educational purposes, and which has been
used exclusively for educational purposes, shall not be exenpt from
taxation pursuant to paragraph (a) of this subdivision if the anpbunt of
real property taxes exenpted for such property during the prior fiscal
year costs one hundred nillion dollars or nore.

(ii) Moneys fromproperty taxes inposed on private higher education
facilities pursuant to subparagraph (i) of this paragraph shall be used
for the city university of New York, as established by article one
hundred twenty-five of the education |aw

(iii) Moneys received pursuant to subparagraph (i) of this paragraph
shall supplenent annual state funding to the city university of New York
and the governor shall not reduce other state funding accounts to the
city university of New York in response to noneys received pursuant to
subparagraph (i) of this paragraph.

8 2. This act shall take effect on the sane date as a concurrent
resol uti on anendi ng the constitution, entitled "CONCURRENT RESOLUTI ON OF
THE SENATE AND ASSEMBLY proposing an anendnent to section 1 of article
16 of the constitution, in relation to real property tax exenptions for
educational institutions", takes effect.
