AN ACT to anend the correction law, in relation to the nenbership of the
state comm ssion of correction

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 41 of the correction |law, as added by chapter 865
of the laws of 1975, is amended to read as foll ows:

8§ 41. State conmi ssion of correction; organization. 1. (a) There shal
be within the executive departnment a state conm ssion of correction. It
shall consist of [th+~ee] nine persons [te—be], three of whomshall be
appoi nted by the governor|; i i
senrate], two of whom shall be appointed by the speaker of the assenbly,
two of whom shall be appointed by the tenporary president of the senate
and two of whom shall be appointed by the correctional association.

(b) The nenbers appointed shall include, but not be limted to, at
| east one of each of the foll ow ng:

(i) a person fornmerly incarcerated in a correctional facility |located
in New York;

(ii) a public health professional

(iii) a behavioral healthcare professional

(iv) an attorney duly licensed to practice inthis state who has a
pr of essi onal background in indigent crimnal defense services or prison-
er's rights litigation; and

(v) a professional in any other field deened useful for the pronotion
of an efficient, hunmane, and |lawful correctional system

(c) The [gevernor] nenbers of the comm ssion shall annually designate
one of the appointed menbers as [ehai+man] chairperson to serve [as
such] at [t+he] such nmenbers of the commission's pl easure [ef—the—gover—
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ner] . The nenbers shall devote full tine to their duties and shall hold
no ot her salaried public position.
2. The menbers shall hold office for terms of five years; provided

shall serve for a termof two years; the first two nenbers appointed by
the tenporary president of the senate shall serve for a term of three
vears; and the first two menbers appointed by the correctional associ-
ation shall serve for a termof four years. No nmenber shall serve for
nmore than ten years. Any nmenber of the comm ssion nay be renoved by the
[ governe+r] appointing authority who nominated the nenber for cause after
an opportunity to be heard in [his] such nenber's defense.

3. Any nenber chosen to fill a vacancy created other than by expira-
tion of term shall be appointed for the unexpired termof the nmenber
whom [ he] such new nenber is to succeed. Vacancies caused by expiration
of termor otherw se shall be filled in the sane nmanner as origina
appoi nt ment s.
