This act shall take effect on the one hundred eightieth day after
    13  it  shall  have  become a law; provided, however, that if chapter 678 of
    14  the laws of 2024 shall not have taken effect on or before such date then
    15  section one of this act shall take effect on the same date  and  in  the
    16  same manner as such chapter of the laws of 2024, takes effect.
