The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The penal |aw is anmended by adding a new section 155.44 to
read as foll ows:

8 155.44 Enhanced penalties for larceny against elderly persons.

1. For any offense conmitted in violation of this article against a
person sixty vyears of age or older, where such person is an intended
victimof the offense, other than section 155.42 or 155.43 of this arti-
cle, and:

(a) where such offense is a m sdeneanor, the offense shall be deened a
class E felony; or

(b) where such offense is a felony, the offense shall be deenmed to be
one category higher than the specified offense the defendant conmtted.

2. The enhanced penalty provided for by subdivision one of this
section shall only apply where:

(a) the offender knew the age of the victimprior to or l|learned the
age of the victimduring the conmi ssion of the act; and

(b) the offender has previously been convicted of a |arceny offense
other than section 155.42 or 155.43 of this article involving a person
sixty years of age or ol der.

8§ 2. The penal law is anmended by adding a new section 165.67 to read
as foll ows:

8 165. 67 Enhanced penalties for crinmnal possession of stolen property
agai nst elderly persons.

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1. For any offense comritted in violation of sections 165.40, 165. 45,
165.50 and 165.52 of this article against a person sixty years of age or
ol der, where such person is an intended victimof the offense, and:

(a) where such offense is a misdeneanor, the offense shall be deened a
class E felony; or

(b) where such offense is a felony, the offense shall be deened to be
one category higher than the specified offense the defendant conmtted.

2. The enhanced penalty provided for by subdivision one of this
section shall only apply where:

(a) the offender knew the age of the victimprior to or |learned the
age of the victimduring the conmi ssion of the act; and

(b) the offender has previously been convicted of a crimnal
possession of stolen property offense involving a person sixty vears of
age or ol der.
