AN ACT to anmend the veterans' services law, in relation to directing the
departnent of veterans' services to establish and maintain, in consul-
tation and col |l aboration with other state agencies, a searchabl e data-
base of resources available in the state for veterans, nenbers of the
uni formed services, and their fanilies

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 4 of the veterans' services law is anended by
addi ng a new subdi vision 40 to read as foll ows:

40. (a) To establish and maintain, in consultation and coll aboration
with other state agencies including, but not limted to, the office of
nental health, the departnent of health, the office of general services,
the departnment of l[abor, the departnent of state, and the departnent of
financial services, a searchable database of resources available in the
state for veterans, nenbers of the uniforned services, and their famnm -

lies. Such database shall include but not be limted to:
(1) general information about and contact information for resources
available through federal, state, and [|ocal governnent agencies and

ot her organizations including, but not limted to, those relating to
veterans' benefits, healthcare, housing, enploynent, veteran-owned busi-
nesses, survivor benefits, substance use disorder treatnent, physica
disabilities, educational and job benefits, tuition assistance prograns,
health and nental health referrals, real property tax exenptions,
suicide prevention, and peer outreach and support;

(2) infornation about the departnent's nobile application, established
under subdi vision twenty-one of this section; and

(3) links to the departnent's snall business portal, established under
subdivision twelve of this section, the departnent's veterans' enploy-
nent portal, established under subdivision thirteen of this section, the
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departnent's nental health, substance abuse, and physical disabilities
portals, established under subdivision twenty-seven of this section, and
the departnent's mlitary sexual trauma portal, established under subdi-
vision thirty-two of this section.

(b) The database created pursuant to this subdivision shall be nmade
available on the departnent's website and shall be reviewed and updated
at | east annually.

8§ 2. This act shall take effect on the one hundred eightieth day after
it shall have beconme a law. Effective inmediately, the addition, anend-
ment and/or repeal of any rule or regulation necessary for the inplenen-
tation of this act on its effective date are authorized to be nade and
conpl eted on or before such effective date.
