AN ACT in relation to expanding eligibility for the cooling assistance
conponent of the hone energy assistance program

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Notw thstanding any provision of law, rule or regulation to
the contrary an applicant for the cooling assistance conponent of the
honme energy assi stance program shall not be required to denonstrate that
the household contains at |east one person with a docurmented nedica
condition that is exacerbated by extrene heat to be eligible for a cool -
i ng assi stance conponent benefit.

§ 2. This act shall take effect on the thirtieth day after the state
conmi ssi oner of social services receives a determnation fromthe feder-
al departnent of health and human services that the provisions of
section one of this act shall not render the state ineligible for
participation in the federal |owinconme hone energy assistance program
provi ded that the state conm ssioner of social services shall notify the
| egislative bill drafting conm ssion upon the receipt of such determ -
nation in order that the conm ssion nmay maintain an accurate and tinely
effective data base of the official text of the laws of the state of New
York in furtherance of effectuating the provisions of section 44 of the
| egislative | aw and section 70-b of the public officers I aw
