1. Unless a shorter tine is provided in the |law authorizing the
proceedi ng, a proceedi ng agai nst a body or officer must be comenced
within four nonths after the determ nation to be reviewed becones final
and bi ndi ng upon the petitioner or the person whom|[he] such petitioner
represents in law or in fact, which determination shall be served upon
the petitioner or the person whom such petitioner represents in law or
in fact, in person or by first class nail, or after the respondent's
actual or constructive refusal, upon the denand of the petitioner or the
person whom [ he] such petitioner represents, to perform its duty; or
with leave of the court where the petitioner or the person whom [ he]
such petitioner represents, at the time such determ nation becane fina
and binding upon [hiw] such petitioner or at the time of such refusal,
was under a disability specified in section 208, within two years after
such tine. 1f the deternmination is mailed by first class mail to the
petitioner or the person whom such petitioner represents in law or in
fact, the statute of linitations commences five days after the determ -
nati on was placed in the mail.
