AN ACT in relation to New York bar exam applicants

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Legislative intent. The intent of this legislationis to
restore fairness and flexibility for New York | aw school graduates who
are seeking to retake the New York State Bar Exam nation after four or
nmore unsuccessful attenpts. Under recent changes to the Rules of the
State Board of Law Examiners, applicants are restricted to sitting for
the examination only in February. This linmtation creates barriers,
particularly for candi dates who nmay require additional preparation tineg,
who bal ance famly and work obligations, or who otherwise find the July
adm ni strati on nore accessi bl e.

8 2. Notwithstanding section 6000.4(c) of the Rules of the State Board
of Law Exami ners, an applicant with four or nore unsuccessful attenpts
on the New York bar exami nation may file an application for re-exani na-
tion for the February or July adm nistration of the bar exam nation
provi ded such applicant successfully graduated froma | aw school | ocated
in and accredited by the state of New York.

8§ 3. This act shall take effect on the ninetieth day after it shal
have becone a law. Effective innmedi ately, the addition, anmendment and/or
repeal of any rule or regulation necessary for the inplenentation of
this act on its effective date are authorized to be nade and conpl eted
on or before such effective date.
