AN ACT to anmend the penal law, in relation to including fires caused by
t he manufacture of a controlled substance within the crime of arson in
the first degree

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 2 of section 150.20 of the penal law, as
anended by chapter 950 of the laws of 1984, is anended to read as
foll ows:

2. Aperson is guilty of arson in the first degree when, while manu-
facturing, attenpting to manufacture or endeavoring to manufacture a
controlled substance in violation of article two hundred twenty of this
chapter, destroys in whole or in part, or causes to be burned or
destroyed, or aids., counsels or procures the burning or destruction of
any building or contents thereof, inhabited or occupied by one or nore
persons, whether such building or contents is the property of such
person or another, or when. while manufacturing or attenpting to manu-
facture a controlled substance in violation of article two hundred twen-
ty of this chapter, causes a person to be burned, or aids, counsels or
procures the burning of a person.

3. As wused in this section, "incendiary device" nmeans a breakabl e
contai ner designed to explode or produce uncontained conbustion upon
i nmpact, containing flamable liquid and having a wick or a simlar
devi ce capable of being ignited; and "controlled substance" shall have

the sanme neaning as set forth in subdivision five of section 220.00 of
this chapter.
