AN ACT to anend the environnental conservation law, in relation to the
burning of garbage, refuse or rubbish in an open fire; and providing
for the repeal of such provisions upon expiration thereof

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 19-0301 of the environnmental conservation lawis
anended by adding a new subdivision 6 to read as foll ows:

6. a. The departnent is prohibited from adopting any code, rule, requ-
lation or standard that would restrict the burning of garbage, refuse or
rubbi sh, as defined in this section, in an open fire on land possessed
by a single fanily, a nenmber of which is the owner, occupant or |essee
of said land, or any part of a farmon which only animal or vegetable
waste resulting fromthe operation of such farmis deposited.

b. This subdivision shall not apply to any city or village, or any
towmn with a total town population, including incorporated or unincorpo-
rated areas., of greater than twenty thousand persons.

c. For the purposes of this subdivision the followi ng definitions
shall apply:

(1) "Open fire" shall nean any outdoor fire or outdoor snoke producing
process fromwhich air contaminants are enitted directly into the
out door at nosphere.

(2) "Garbage" shall nean the animal and vegetable waste resulting from
the handling. preparation, cooking and serving of food.

(3) "Refuse" shall nean all waste nmaterial, including but not limted
to, incinerator residue, street sweepings, dead aninmals and offal.
(4) "Rubbish" shall nean solid or liguid waste material, including but

not limted to, paper and paper products, rags, trees or |eaves, needles
and branches fromtrees, vines, |lawn and garden debris, furniture, wood,
and sawdust .

8§ 2. This act shall take effect imediately and shall expire on Decem
ber 15, 2029 when upon such date the provisions of this act shall be
deened repeal ed
