AN ACT to amend the correction law, in relation to who may visit |ocal
correctional facilities

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 500-j of the correction | aw, as anended by chapter
291 of the laws of 2009, is anended to read as foll ows:
8§ 500-j. Who may visit local correctional facilities. The follow ng

persons may visit at pleasure all local correctional facilities: The
governor and |ieutenant-governor, secretary of state, conptroller and
attorney-general, nenbers of +the legislature and their acconpanying

staff as requested by the nenber of the leqgislature if the nenber
requests to be so acconpanied., nmenbers of the elected leqgislative body
of the county in which the local correctional facility is located and
their acconpanying staff as requested by the nenber of such |egislative
body if the nenber requests to be so acconpanied., in the <city of New
York, nmenbers of the city council and their acconpanying staff as
requested by the city council nenber if the council nenber requests to
be so acconpanied, provided that such request does not inpact upon the
local correctional facility's ability to supervise, nanage and contro

its facilities as determned by the sheriff of the county, or in the
counties within the city of New York, the conmi ssioner of correction of
such city, or in the county of Wstchester, the conm ssioner of
correction of such county, judges of the court of appeals, justices of
the suprene court and county judges, district attorneys and every cler-
gyman or mnister, as such ternms are defined in section two of the reli-
gi ous corporations |law, having charge of a congregation in the county in
whi ch such facility is located. No other person not otherw se authorized
by law shall be permitted to enter the rooms of a local «correctiona
