Uility bills[+] and informational notices.

8 2. Section 44 of the public service law is amended by addi ng a new
subdi vision 8 to read as foll ows:

8. (a) The conmission shall require every utility corporation or nuni-
cipality who sends an energency notice to its custoners to nmke avail-
abl e and provide such energency notice in English and any other prevail -

ing language as the conm ssion deens necessary which shall include, but
not be limted to, Spanish, Haitian-Creole, Mndarin, Cantonese, Arabic,
French, Urdu, Russian, Yiddish, Korean, Bangla, Polish, ltalian, H nd

and Tagal oq.

(b) These energency notices shall be available and provided in a paper
format or transmitted electronically through call, text, and/or emmil.

(c) For the purposes of this subdivision, "energency notices" shal
include term nation notices, outage notices, and any work notices that
woul d i npact services.
