The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The public buildings |aw is amended by addi ng a new section
148 to read as foll ows:

8 148. Access to nenstrual products in toilet facilities. 1. Menstrua
products shall be provided at no cost, including, but not linmted to,
sanitary napkins, tanpons and panty liners in all fenal e-designhated and
gender-neutral washroons and toilet facilities in every covered public
bui I di ng.

2. Two vears after the effective date of this section the conmmi ssioner
of general services shall report to the governor and both houses of the
legislature the following information including but not limted to:

i. the nunber of toilet facilities this section applies to;

ii. the cost of inplenenting the requirenents of this section

iii. the nunber of toilet facilities that required renovation to
inplenent the requirenents of this section;

iv. the total nunber of nenstrual products purchased by the state, in
relation to the inplenentation of this section, in the prior year; and

v. the total cost to the state to inplenent the requirenents of this
section.

3. For the purposes of this section "covered public building" shal
nean a public building owned by the state of New York, under the super-
vision and control of the conm ssioner of general services, that is
deternm ned by such conmi ssioner to be open to the public.
