AN ACT to require the New York state energy research and devel opnent
authority to devel op recommendations regarding the establishnent of
m crogrids

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The New York state energy research and devel opnent aut hor-
ity, in consultation with the departnent of public service and the divi-
sion of honeland security and energency services, shall prepare a report
i ncl udi ng recommendati ons regardi ng the establishnent of microgrids for
protection of critical facilities in the state of New York. For purposes
of this act, the term"mcrogrid" shall nmean a group of interconnected
| oads and distributed energy resources within clearly defined electrica
boundaries that acts as a single controllable entity with respect to the
grid and can connect and di sconnect fromthe grid to enable it to oper-
ate in both grid-connected or island-node. Specifically, the authority
shal | devel op recommendati ons which include, but are not linted to, the
fol | owi ng:

(a) Whether mcrogrids should be established at hospitals, first
responder headquarters, such as police and fire stations, energency
shelters, schools, water filtration plants, sewage treatnent plants and
other critical facilities in the state of New York;

(b) The geographic areas in the state of New York where the establish-
ment of mcrogrids should be a priority, based upon prior severe storm
damage and the consideration of disadvantaged conmunities as defined in
subdivision 5 of section 75-0101 of the environnmental conservation |aw,
and

(c) Avail able or necessary fundi ng mechani sns for the establishnment of
m crogri ds.
